August 1, 2016
President Rix called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. in Beulah Williams Library on NSU Campus. Absent: Kristi Spitzer – Leola.  Others present were: Director Kristi Hilzendeger, Business Manager Mike Weber and superintendents from all member schools.
Moved by Nickelson, second Binger to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried.
A number of conflict disclosures were read.  Moved by Nickelson, second Olson to approve as read.  Motion carried.

Rix took nominations for Vice-President.  Moved by Toennies, second Schneider to nominate Spitzer.  Hearing no other nominations, it was moved by Nickelson, second Stroschein to cease nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for Spitzer.  Motion carried.

Rix appointed Weber as Business Manager.

Moved by Olson, second Binger to hold meetings quarterly in August, November, February and May on the first Monday of the month in Aberdeen at 7:00 pm.  Motion carried.

Hilzendeger gave reports on NCSEC philosophy, organizational chart, member school agreements, services provided to member and non-member school districts, staff assignments and duties, IDEA application and reading workshop.

Weber gave reports on federal IDEA 611 (special ed) and 619 (preschool) funding, 2016-17 budget review, year-end fund balances from 2015-16 and local share assessments.
